Following the signing of grants contract, the delivery of the requested equipment had started in August
2017. In this regards, the Centre prepared physiotherapy cabinet and a separate room for
electrocardiography and ultrasound investigation equipment in July-September 2017. In addition to this,
training of specialist on operation of new medical equipment was launched.



Grassroots and Human Security Programme

It can be seen that the project implemented in
the framework of the Grassroots and Human
Security Programme at the Rehabilitation Centre
contributed to improving examination and
treatment of more than 2 800 people with
disabilities. PWD receiving rehabilitation at the
Centre speak well of Grants Programme that
provided modern medical equipment that
enabled better examination, treatment and
learning opportunities. Sewign machines installed
at the Centre as another part of the project are
used for training PWD in sewing and needlework.

Since the provision of the new medical
equipment, the Rehabilitation Centre extended
its services for PWD as well as improved
rehabilitation quality that directly affected the
treatment results. Moreover, diagnostic
examinations such as electrocardiography and
ultrasonic  dopplerography = became  more
accessible. People with various dysfunctions of
locomotion system, accepted at the
Rehabilitation Centre from all regions of the

country, highly benefited from the project results.

The management and staff of the Rehabilitation
Centre express deep gratitude to the Government
of Japan and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
Japan for support in implementation of this
project.

Management of Bishkek City Rehabilitation Centre for People with Disabilities

During the period from August 2017 to
July 2018, around 2576 people with
disabilities  undertook rehabilitation
courses with the help of specialists at
the physiotherapy cabinet. 144 people
with disabilities received treatment with
new physiotherapy equipment from
September 2017 to July 2018. 91 PWD
went through electrocardiography
examination from December 2017.

Dr. Kanaev A.K., vascular surgeon,
undertook professional development
training at the Kyrgyz State Medical
Academy and conducted 66 ultrasonic
dopplerography examinations for people
with peripheral vascular diseases.
